- enacted in all 50 states, 2 territories,

Coordinate and standardize transfer
requests
Promote a single standard of
supervision
Collect, analyze, report on, and
exchange data
Train compact officials
Enact rules to regulate compact
processes
Encourage and audit state compliance 
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State Councils

WHAT DO THEY DO
Required by Article IV of the Compact’s
Model Act - the basis for state statutes
Made up of a compact administrator, a
victims’ rights advocate, and a member
of the executive, legislative, and judicial
branches
Must file an annual report on meetings
held and current council membership
